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Supe’s race heats up

The five candidates vying for outgoing San Mateo County Supervisor Mark Church’s seat are already gathering their endorsements without knowing yet when the actual election will be.  

The Board of Supervisors could set a date next week for a special election to replace Church, who takes over as county clerk assessor recorder next month.  

San Mateo Union High School District Board President Dave Pine, Burlingame Mayor Terry Nagel, San Mateo County Community College District Trustee Richard Holober, Millbrae City Councilwoman Gina Papan, and advocate Michael Stogner have all expressed interest in the post.

Heavyweights Weigh In
Supervisor Rich Gordon, the county political heavyweight who’s been elected to state assembly, has thrown his support to Pine.  But that’s not the only heavyweight backing Pine.  He’s been endorsed by former assemblyman and former county supervisor Ted Lempert, who is on the county board of education.  

Pine’s also got the backing from some bigwigs in education, including Anne Campbell, superintendent of schools.  

Pine, who was also on the county’s charter review committee, has some local political backing too, including snatching a great deal from his opponent’s own city council.  Burlingame Councilwoman and former mayor Cathy Baylock, Councilman Michael Brownrigg, Vice Mayor Jerry Deal and Councilwoman Ann Keighran have endorsed Pine.

Nagel also got the endorsements from Brownrigg and Deal, but not the other two council members.  She does, however, have the backing of Palo Alto Mayor Pat Burt, Belmont Mayor Coralin Feierbach, Atherton Mayor Kathy McKeithen, Menlo Park Mayor Rich Cline, and former Burlingame mayors Mike Spinelli and Frank Pagliaro.  The big heavyweight endorsing Nagel is Sandie Arnott, who won the Nov. 2 election as county treasurer- tax collector.  

It doesn’t look like Arnott’s opponent in that race, San Mateo County Community College District Trustee Dave Mandelkern, will be running for Church’s supervisor seat.  Instead, Mandelkern has endorsed his fellow trustee—Holober.  

Holober has backing from county education officials and several unions:  California Nurses Association; Carpenters Northern California Regional Council; Laborers Local 389; UFCW Local 101; and Teamsters Locals 853 and 665.

Familiar Name 

Millbrae City Councilwoman Papan, daughter of the late Lou “Leadfoot” Papan who served in the state assembly, has been endorsed by state Sen. Leland Yee, D- San Francisco/San Mateo, who is currently running for San Francisco mayor.  

Papan has been endorsed by BART board president James Fang.  She’s also got the backing of several Peninsula leaders: Charles Marsala, former Atherton councilman; Robert Ross, San Mateo councilman; and David Lim, San Mateo councilman.

Stogner, who ran for Gordon’s seat in the June 8 primary, hasn’t yet announced any endorsements on his Facebook campaign page.
